The Foreign and Commonwealth Secretury made two polints
arising from his visit:

(i) It was clear that Norway would not enter the
Camnmon Market unless the fisheries regulations could be
got right.,

(ii) It would be very important for the Prime
Minister to reach a clear and satisfactory understanding
with President Fompidou about New 'Zealand.

1. M Schumann welcomed the candidate members to the exchange of
views that was to take plece. He hoped they would soon all be part
of the enlarged European Community.

had decided not to publish their report, although they haed conveyué
it to the Poreign Ministers of the four candidate countries, The
reason for this was they did not want to engege in polemics; their
aimwe to contribute to the progress of the efforts of Dr Jarring
end the United Nations.

3. The Six had also instructed their Representatives in the
Middle Zastern countries to harmonise their representations in
favour of a peaceful settlement. The report hod been sent to the
capitals of the countries concerned, but the text wos not to be
officially circulated. N Schumenn asricd ke would be grateful for
the views of the representatives of the gpplicant countries,

5. Sir Alec Dougles-Home said he hod not yet hed an opportunity
to study the Six's paper fully, but his Government would do so with
great interest. There wae no problem that was more stubborn than
thatofthgum-m.mmﬂhaﬂ ideas were more welcome.
Dr Jerring's sctivities hed been mainly directed to definition of
frontiers.

Ts So far as an interim solution wee concarned, both sidzs had
taken an unexpected interest in this., It could produce & period of
no fighting which might react to the advantc e of nll concerned.
Many different interests coinecided in this project, end therefore it
siwould be taken seriously. 8o fnr g8 & longer=term suttlement was
concernad, there were two mein obstacles, The firet was definition
of frontiera, It was a pity that Mr Eban could not say thet Israel
accepted 90% of the existing frontier snd thet the discuseion should
be about derogations from this. 8o far the Isresalis had not been
able to do this, but it wes an essentiel precondition of Egyptian
willingness to proceed. The second obstacle was the Israell nsed
for security and guarantees, Thsre was on unheppy history here,

The Iaraselis had a sherp aversion to Russian perticivestion and
Russien troops ecross the Suez Canal., The British Jovernment would
be willing to toile pert in guarentees if it would be helpful, It
was concelvable thet the United Statees and the Soviet Union might
eech guarantee their own side. Finally he would like strongly to
reaffirm that the climate was now right for some sort of settlement.

8. Mr Hartling (Denmerk), having expressed his plecsure to be in
Peris, said thet he had studied ths B8ix's report on the Middle Best.
fis remarks would be more general than if his Government hed been
abls to teke port in the preliminery discussions which hed led up to
the writing of the report. Denmark supported “esolution 242, whose
importence was fully reflected in the Six's revort. The susgestions
about t.e contribution that the Community could moke to the refugee
problem slso had the support of the Danish Government. They noticed
that 1t would be under tiie suspices of the United Nations. Denmark
hed been a lu:g time supporter of UNIRA, It wes useful that the
Six's Folitical Committee should study whet ‘urope could contribute
to the Niddle Best situation and he looked forwerd to their next
report.
